In the unlikely event of a gas leak occurring, a well-
ventilated area will allow escaping gases to rapidly
disperse.

BEFORE INSTALLING

Please consider the following important items before
commencing to install the rangehood:

1. The rangehood must be ducted to an external exit
point to ensure it operates and complies with local
and national regulations. Vertical exit through the
roof is highly recommended to provide the best
performance, (See Diagram 1).

2. Avoid sharp bends in the duct — ideal bend radius
should be at least 2 x duct diameter (R300mm
minimum), (See Diagram 2).

3. The rangehood should be sized to larger than the
cooking surface of the BBQ (including any side
burners) to ensure adequate extraction of smoke
and fumes, (See Diagrams 3 & 4).

4 When fitted above a BBQ with hood, consideration
should be taken to create a bulkhead behind the
Wall Mounted rangehood to bring it forward from
where the open hood is. This will ensure the best
extraction of the smoke and fumes and minimise
impact of hood deflecting smoke away from the
rangehood, The Ceiling Mounted rangehood needs
to be mounted forward of the BBQ hood, (See
Diagrams 5 & 6).

5. Each fan motor must be ducted separately (do not
combine to a single outlet).

6. Do not reduce the duct size smaller than @150mm.

7. Total length to exits is recommended to be less
than 4m.

8. Do not crush, compress or deform the duct.

TIMER Use to set the Time and Delay-Off Timer
POWER Press to turn the Rangehood ON & OFF
STANDBY MODE TIME

Once the Rangehood is connected to power and turned
on, it will enter into standby mode. Press the POWER
button to start the Fan Motors or press the LIGHT button
to turn on the LED lights.

DELAY OFF-TIMER

When the Rangehood is in standby mode press the
TIMER button and hold for 1 second to turn the Delay
Off-Timer ON.

The Delay Off-Timer is set to 1 minute by default, use the
2 (MEDIUM) and 3 (HIGH) buttons to adjust between 1
and 9 minutes.

The Delay Off-Timer will activate within 5 seconds after
completing the timer adjustments. Once the Rangehood
has reached the fixed duration time it will automatically
shut off.

When the Rangehood is OFF, hold down the TIMER
button for 3 seconds until the TIMER button light flashes.
Use the 2 (MEDIUM) button to adjust the HOURS and 3
(HIGH) to adjust the MINUTES. If no button is pressed
for 5 seconds during the TIME setting procedure then the
Rangehood will exit the TIME setting function and return
to OFF.

LIGHTS

Press the LIGHT button once to turn lights ON and
once again to turn lights OFF. The Light settings are
independent from all other settings (including Delay Off-
Timer) the lights have to be manually turned ON or OFF.
FAN SPEED

The Rangehood fans have 3 speed settings, LOW,
MEDIUM and HIGH. To set the desired fan speed press

the buttons on the control panel marked 1 for LOW, 2 for
MEDIUM and 3 for HIGH.

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CLEANING

A build up of oil may occur if the Rangehood and baffle
filters are not cleaned properly and regularly. Some
discolouration of the baffle filter may occur if cleaned in
the dishwasher.

RANGEHOOD SURFACES

Clean periodically with hot soapy water and a clean
cotton cloth. Do not use abrasive detergent or steel
wool/scouring pads which will scratch and damage the
surfaces.

For heavier deposits, use a liquid degreaser.

After cleaning, you may use nonabrasive stainless steel
polish/cleaners to polish and buff the stainless lustre.
Always rub lightly, with a clean cotton cloth and with the
grain of the stainless steel.

Note: Never wipe or rub across the grain as this will
damage the surface finish.

BAFFLE FILTERS

The baffle filters fitted by the factory are intended to filter
out residue and grease from cooking. They are required
to be kept clean and should be cleaned at least once
every two months, every 30 hours of operation or more
often if required especially after heavy cooking.

Note: Always turn the Rangehood power point off before
removing filters.

To Remove

Lift latch and gently pull down front of baffle filter and
remove.

To Clean

1. Use warm soapy water and a soft cloth or put into
dishwasher on a ‘normal’ cycle.

2. Thoroughly clean and wipe down the inside of
Rangehood canopy.

To Fit

1. Position the rear of the baffle filter into the 2 slots.

2. Gently rotate the baffle filter into position, lift latch
and push into place and release latch.
